Among the most visible changes announced today, users will notice that far fewer clicks are required for most tasks within the interface. Sharing content via Twitter, Facebook, blogs, or email can now be done with a single click.  

Users will also see that pearls and pearltrees are now more responsive and the unique drag and drop interface is more fluid than ever before.  Additionally a redesigned browser offers faster and more visually pleasing navigation.

Team management and communication has also been improved. Beginning with this release, team founders have greater control of their teams, all changes to team pearltrees are recorded in a team history panel allowing teams to revert pearltrees to a previous state in the event of undesired changes, and team communication has been limited only to members of each team to reduce unnecessary chatter and keep all team members informed as team pearltrees evolve.  Team founders will also discover a new editorial panel that will allow them to express their goals and preferences for the teams they have created.

Finally, with this release Pearltrees has been internationalized and now supports additional alphabets.
